To bring Bookstart España nationwide we need to work hand to hand with
public institutions and partners. The High Commissioner against Child
Poverty and the Ministry of Culture and Sport have developed together the
'Culture that Transforms' initiative, which promotes the participation in
culture of children and adolescents in vulnerable situations. Bookstart is
one of the projects supported by this initiative.



With the support of the High Commissioner against Child Poverty, we’ve created a 
network called ‘Leer Transforma’, a national network that brings together various 
organisations with a recognised trajectory in reading promotion, socio-cultural 
development, innovation projects and activities. This network was established at 
the request of the High Commissioner against Child Poverty to develop reading 
promotion projects, campaigns and implement Bookstart Spain all over the 
country.

HOW WILL WE DEVELOP THE PROJECT NATIONWIDE?
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Bookstart España has counted with a funding of 23.800€ for its pilot stage to 
reach 895 families in total with children between the ages of 0 and 2. We’ve 
delivered our Book Bags through Public Libraries and Municipal Nursery Schools.
